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Beloved, you’ll see, in this bulletin, a concise annual financial report of the 
last fiscal year (July 2017-June 2018).  Thank you for your generosity!   

Our New Evangelization initiative naturally flows from the Year of the Eucharist.  The Eucharist is the 
center of evangelization; as St. Paul says, “For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you  
proclaim the Lord's death until he comes” (1Cor 11:26).  At this juncture, it is pertinent to highlight the 
Spirituality of the New Evangelization.  In the Church, though we have only one spirituality (the  
imitation of Christ), we can in a way also speak of many “spiritualties”: the Marian societies, the Sacred 

Heart of Jesus, the Infant Jesus, the Pages of the Blessed Sacrament, the Catholic Charismatic Renewal, St Jude, St. 
Anthony, Franciscan, Dominican, etc. are all centered on Christ (cf. 1Cor 11:1) and animated by the Holy Spirit.  They 
complement each other; the distinguishing factor is only a matter of emphasis.  Nevertheless, Pope John Paul II says, 
“Missionary activity demands a specific spirituality, which applies to all those whom God has called to be  
missionaries” (Redemptoris Missio, 87).  What does he mean?  He means, as Pope Paul VI, declared, “The Holy Spirit 
is the principal agent of evangelization” (Evangelii Nuntiandi, 75).  As Scripture says, “No one can say ‘Jesus is Lord’  
except by the Holy Spirit” (1Cor 12:3).  Clearly, the spirituality of the New Evangelization must be principally focused 
on the Holy Spirit; what I would identify as “Integrated Charismatic Spirituality,” where relationship with the Holy 
Spirit – through songs, devotions and prayers – is vital and prominent. 
INVITATIONS FOR WORSHIP: Please, evangelize by always being keen to invite family and friends to our parish.  
Tell them, “Come and see!” (John 1:39, 46). BIBLE VERSE OF THE WEEK: “Peace be with you. As the Father 
has sent me, so I send you.” . . .  “Receive the holy Spirit. (John 20:21-22).

Nuestra iniciativa de Nueva Evangelización fluye naturalmente del Año de la Eucaristía. La Eucaristía es el centro 
de la evangelización; como dice San Pablo, “Porque todas las veces que coman este pan y beban esta copa, proclaman 
la muerte del Señor hasta que El venga” (1Cor 11:26). 
 (1Cor 11:26). En esta coyuntura, es pertinente resaltar la Espiritualidad de la Nueva Evangelización. En la Iglesia, 
aunque tenemos una sola espiritualidad (la imitación de Cristo), también podemos hablar de muchas "espiritualidades": 
las Sociedades Marianas, el Sagrado Corazón de Jesús, el Niño Jesús, las Páginas del Santísimo Sacramento, la  
Renovación Carismática Católica, San Judas, San Antonio, Franciscanos, Dominicos, etc. Están todos centrados en 
Cristo (véase 1Cor 11: 1) y animados por el Espíritu Santo. Se complementan entre sí; el factor distintivo es solo una 
cuestión de énfasis. Sin embargo, el Papa Juan Pablo II dice: “La actividad misionera exige una espiritualidad  
específica, que concierne particularmente a quienes Dios ha llamado a ser misioneros” (Redemptoris Missio, 87). 
¿Qué quiere decir? Quiere decir, como dijo el Papa Pablo VI, “El Espíritu Santo es el agente principal de la  
evangelización” (Evangelii Nuntiandi, 75). Como dice la Escritura, “Nadie puede decir: ‘Jesús es el Señor,’ excepto 
por el Espíritu Santo” (1Cor 12:3).  Claramente, la espiritualidad de la Nueva Evangelización debe enfocarse  
principalmente en el Espíritu Santo; lo que identificaría como "Espiritualidad Carismática Integrada", donde la relación 
con el Espíritu Santo -mediante canciones, devociones y oraciones- es vital y prominente.
